#3. - 4. MiniSAS HD Connectors

The SAS ports are used to connect the SAS
drive cables. The 2 ports are designated
JSMO, for drives at SAS #0-#3, and JSM1,
for drives at SAS #4-#7 (see section 2-4
for SAS drive locations). Each port is also
compatible with SATA drives. However,
mixing SAS3 and SATA drives in the same
enclosure is not recommended.
